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1 INTRODUCTION

¶ To identify the common hardware used for guarding installation & operation 

¶ To verify the correct installation of the ground connections and maximum aperture size in 
case of on field modifications 

¶ To open the access doors and covers for inspection

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3 GUARDING ACCESS INFORMATION 
There are three ways to access elevator machines with guarding set installed: Visual inspection, 
access door, and access cover. In the event that parts attached with screws need to be removed to 
get a better access to elevator machine, refer to machine installation drawings to understand how 
parts are assembled. 

3.1 Visual inspection 

3.1.1 Perforated guarding 
Whenever possible, look through the guard (do not remove it) to inspect the machine. Do not 
remove any guard unless the machine is shut down and locked out.

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3.2 Access door 
Access doors are easily recognizable with their hinge(s), mechanical danger label(s), and panel 
fastener(s). To open a door, unscrew the panel fastener(s) with a Phillips screwdriver #2 and 
swing the door open. Close doors and tighten their panel fastener(s) before restarting 
machine.  
Reminder: Prior to opening a door, the machine must be shut down and locked out.
